
ASKEW PTO MEETING 

August 26, 2008 

 

The meeting commenced at 8:34 am. 

 

PTO President Kris introduced herself and said she will keep meetings down to one hour.  Gift Wrap Chairperson, Kim, talked 

about Askew’s biggest fundraiser, the Gift Wrap sale.  Packets will come out 9/3 and sales can be made via the computer for out of 

town friends and relatives.  In addition to wrap there are chocolates, magazines and other items.  50% of sales go back to Askew 

and helps pay for playground equipment, smart boards and other needed items.  Volunteers are needed as of 9/2. 

 

Marci spoke about the Fall Book Fair, held Oct. 13-17 in the school library.  It will be a Scholastic Fair and volunteers are needed 

to help set up, decorate and be cashiers.  We have a new full time librarian, Ms. Hartsoch, so please come out and help shelve 

books! 

 

Carnival still needs a chairperson!  It will be held in the spring, as opposed to fall, and will have a splash/water theme.  Bingo 

will be November 8th.  Fundraising VP Dalia is open to ideas for fundraising and reminded us of the Cartridges for Kids pro-

gram where you can drop off empty ink and toner cartridges.  A drop box will be placed in the courtyard.  We are waiting on our 

501(3)(c) status. 

 

Askew has numbers for Randall’s and Kroger cards; a percentage of your purchases will be given back to Askew.  Target has a 

credit card that gives back to Askew.  There will be a list of numbers in an upcoming Almanac.  Schoolpop.com is affiliated with 

Askew and we received $10,000 from them 2 years ago.  Askew night at Fuddruckers is still the first Wednesday of the month, 

bring your flyer from the Tuesday folder or print one off the web site.  They donate 10% of sales back to Askew.  Princeôs Askew 

night will be the 3rd Monday of the month.    Dates are on the back of the carpool tag.  There might be a Jason’s Deli night in the 

future. 

 

VIPS Coordinator, Elizabeth, will send out a volunteer survey next week.  There are several ways throughout the year to get in-

volved with Askew.  Even just a few hours of your time will help! 

 

5th Grade Movinô On was discussed by Deb.  The 5th grade class needs to raise around $5000 for their big end of year party.  

They will have a Fun Foods sale, with healthier foods and auction off lunches with teachers.  Cub Scouts is coming up soon, look 

for signs and info in the Almanac. 

 

Mr. Abraham, Askew’s new principal, introduced himself and went over some helpful information.  Dismissal procedures are 

different this year.  Children will meet parents at different locations, depending on how they leave for the day.  Bikers will be 

walked to the rack, walkers to the front playground, etc. 

 

RAPTOR is the new security system where you give your driver’s license to Beverly and get a sticker with your photo printed up 

to wear.  Frequent volunteers can get a permanent tag, which will be left with Ms. Beverly.  At 3:30 children will go to the cafe-

teria and parents will need to park and sign them out.  There will be no parents waiting for children in the courtyard. 

 

Dress codes will be enforced this year.  Shoes need backs; Crocs are ok, as long as the back strap is in place.  College t-shirts can 

be worn on Fridays.  School club and Odyssey of the Mind t-shirts are also acceptable. 

 

Treasurer Patricia went over financials.  Askew received a 5% discount on school supplies for paying the invoice early.  Last year 

money was lost on school supplies when many of them had to be sent back.  Everything went very smoothly this year.  Teachers 

are given $80 before school starts to purchase supplies for the classroom.  The PTO paid for planners for the children.  The budget 

will be finalized next month. 

 

Marie spoke about MARS, Math and Reading Success.  Volunteers do not need teaching experience, children are worked with 

one on one and it only takes 30 minutes per week.  You can come when it is convenient for you, the same time each week and the 

rewards are great! 

 

Fridays will be Bank Days, starting in September.  Laura spoke about forms for Safety Patrols will go out to 5 th graders and plac-

ards for car pool are out and being reordered.
